e Traction control is added as an option.
1998
e Seven millionth minivan sold.
e Company celebrates 15th anniversary of the minivan.
e Rear seatback-mounted grocery bag hooks available on 1998 model-year minivans.
1999

e Eight millionth minivan sold.
e Luxury minivan market segment expands with introduction of 1999 Chrysler Town & Country Limited.

e New features include chrome wheels, chrome door handles, body-color luggage rack, winged badge on
liftgate, a rear-seat center arm rest, upgraded seating material and carpeting, and steering-wheel audio
controls.
